We met with the owner of the property and he is
very accommodating to our track proposal.
Especially when he has had the entire area re
zoned for motor sport development following his
retirement from the position of Mayor of Kilkevan...
handy | thought. He has allowed us to
develop/slash/change and design a track over the
flat “well overgrown grassy” 32 acres of lush
paddock. There is a natural hump/mound where we
would set up a day viewing area and a large flat
area where we could set up a huge pit compound
with plenty of room. The track that was roughly
discussed will be approx 1.5 — 2kms long | think. Its
going to have a few options with one to include a
gully and step up for those who want to get a little
air?

Wayne has now become the clubs new best friend
as he has negotiated with Dave (the owner) to allow
us to slash and dress (Low cut) the pit area, day
viewing area, mini bike track behind the viewing
area (so you can watch the action on track with the
buggies and keep an eye on the mini bikes) and a
huge fast track around the property. Now for those
who cant picture it, if you were to stand on the
approx 3 meter high hump (view area) you have a
clear view of the entire paddock as it gradually
climbs. This means you will not only be able to see
it all from the comfort of your shady camp chair, but
we will also be able to view a buggy stopped on the
track somewhere. (We thought this might be
important).

We are now waiting on Wayne to give us some
costs on slashing. He says he will be able to get it
done for under $100 and a full day. He may also be
able to use his neighbors’ slasher making the job
easier as it's twice as big as his. | spoke with Wayne
Sunday night and he is confident the job will be
successful for the next SEQMBC track. We also
believe that this track can be a permanent addition
to our club as the owner is happy for a nominal fee
of $100.00. His only stipulation is that all drivers are
licensed under the ADDA and insured.

I think we should now look at a getting back in touch
with Chris at Camel Park to confirm that Easter is a
GO, and go out and see what condition the track
and camping area is in. If it needs to be slashed we
need to get it done, including the pits and a full
check of the watering system.

I hope you all see this as positive as | do, and we
are sorry there are no pictures but what good is

a picture of knee high grass in a wide open
paddock. | personally think it will be excellent. The
one little problem | see is running out of gas. It will
definitely suit the boys with the biggest engines and
the biggest balls.
